Inspired by a talk by Penaflorida on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) during 
one of JDI’s lunch and learn sessions, JDI staff volunteered their time during a 
weekend to join these teachers giving pushcart lessons.  Medical consultations 
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were also given by JDI’s company nurse, followed by games and some 
refreshments back at Dynamic Teen’s newly built Kalingain Batang Mahirap 
Center, an educational center for the street children and another construction 
project aided by JDI by providing its leading water-proofing and wood 
preservative products.
